East Asia is one of the key global regions in the
dynamics and development of the
contemporary world where changes in politics,
economy and society changes are fastest. East
Asian traditions of thought make for one of the
crucial parts of this dynamics, although in this
context they are understood in a new, revived
and transformed way.

The contents of the course will be organized in
three parts:

— Historical overview of East Asian
thought traditions and their role in the
wider societal, political and economic
context.

—  East Asia in the 20" century (China,
Japan, Korea): context of contemporay
phenomena, models of modernity.

— Dynamics of the contemporary East
Asia; overview of key aspects.

— Re-actualization of the traditions of
thought in the contemporary context:
contemporary forms of Confucianism,
Buddhism, Shinto and their roles in
contemporary East-Asian societies.
